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What is it?

The Holiday Activities and Food (HAF)
Programme is a national programme funded
by the Department for Education. HAF offers
funded holiday provision for children and
young people aged 5-16 (Reception to Year
11) who are eligible for benefits-related Free
School Meals (FSM).

The HAF programme is now co-ordinated
by the Council under the Best Start in Life
programme. The Summer 2026 programme
will be the first to be fully co-ordinated in this
way.

During the Summer school holidays, a wide
range of activities are available across the
area, including childcare, sports, outdoor
learning, and enrichment programmes
designed to keep children active, engaged,
and supported.

How do | book?

Eligible families will receive a unique HAF pass via text
message or email through the Holiday Activities booking

platform.

* HAF Passes will be issued on Wednesday 24th June at
6:30pm, providing access to 8 booking credits. Each HAF
pass is sent directly to the main parent/carer linked to the
child at their school. You can access and book activities

by following the link provided.

+ A further 8 credits will be released on Wednesday 1st
July at 6:30pm. This gives each child a total of 16 credits,
which can be used to book up to 16 individual sessions

across the Summer holidays.

Who is it for?

All HAF sessions and activity programmes

are fully funded so are free for children and
young people who receive benefits-related
Free School Meals. A nutritious meal is always
provided, and in most cases this will be hot.

If your child does not currently receive
benefits-related FSM but you feel they would
benefit from attending, please speak with a
professional involved in your child’s care. They
may be able to support a referral.

Please only reserve places that your child will
be able to attend.

How many sessions

can my child attend?

Each eligible child will receive 16 booking
credits for the Summer holiday period. One
credit equals one activity session.

How do | make a booking?

Bookings are made through the Holiday
Activities platform. Families will receive a
personalised link by text or email from either
the Holiday Activities team or their child’s
school.

Using this link, you can browse available
activities by provider or postcode and select
suitable sessions.

What happens if | book a

place but no longer need it?

It is important to cancel any bookings you no
longer need. Places are funded and often in
high demand, with waiting lists in place.

If your plans change,
please contact the
activity provider or
cancel your booking so
that the place can be
offered to another child.

My child has additional needs —

can they attend?

Yes. The HAF programme aims to be inclusive
and accessible.

When booking, please contact the provider
directly to discuss your child’s needs. This
helps them plan appropriate support and
ensure your child has a positive experience.

SEND-specific sessions are also available for
children who may benefit from a more tailored
environment.

Can children attend if they are

not eligible for funded places?

Many providers offer funded places for eligible
families, as well as places that parents or
carers can pay for if their child does not
receive benefit-related free school meals.
Please contact the activity provider to check
availability.

Why book if | don’t need childcare?
HAF activities are a great opportunity for
children and young people to:

+ Spend time with peers
+ Build confidence and independence

* Try new activities or develop existing
interests

All sessions are designed to be enjoyable,
engaging, and inclusive, and each includes a
meal.

Is transport support available?
Some limited funding is available to help with
travel costs to local activities.

If support is needed, please discuss this with
the activity provider, who can advise and,
where possible, help arrange support.
